This funding would be offered to colleges or individuals to improve their professional capabilities.  Grants may be used to conduct ACT seminars to foster pedagogical excellence and the enhancement of teaching competency.  Affiliated college applicants must have met the criteria for approval to teach ACT awards for the past three years.  It is expected that the seminars would be facilitated by a local tertiary education expert.

Up to $1,000 would be available for each full day seminar, the cost to cover the input of the facilitator as well as lunch and refreshments.  Applicants should not have an expectation that their submission will be approved or that the full amount asked for would be given.  All financial support should be acquitted no later than twelve months after receiving the funding.  A report describing the outcomes of the professional development seminars must be provided after the completion of the seminar(s).  Grant recipients who do not provide such a report will not be eligible to make further applications.
Deadline for submissions:

There are two deadlines per year – January 15 and July 15.  Applications will be considered at the first Research Committee meeting held after those dates.  At the January meeting, no more than 60% of the allocated annual funds will be committed.  Unsuccessful applications for the first meeting will automatically be re-considered at the second meeting.
